JESUS CAME TO RESCUE US FROM SIN.  Luke 19:10, òFor the Son of man is 

come to seek and to save that which was lost.ó 

JESUS IS OUR H OPE. Hebrews 6:19, òThis hope we have as an anchor of the 

soul, both sure and steadfast, and which enters the Presence behind the veilé.ó 

JESUS PAID  THE  DEBT  WE COULD  NOT  PAY.
